When is “The Day of the Lord”
Unknown day. No man knows the day or the hour.
 
* Zechariah 14:1-9  * Malachi 4 * Mathew 25:13
* Revelation 6:12 (Between the 6th and 7th seals)
 

The Bible gives us signs so we know when we are near.

Jews return to their homeland
Deuteronomy 30:3 Jeremiah 29:14, 30:3 Isaiah 43:5-6 
Ezekiel 36:24 Amos 9:14-15
 
Aliyah - Ascent
By the end of the Ottoman Empire in about 1900 there were about 100 000 Jews in Israel.
Between 1904 – 1914 a further 40 000 returned mainly from Russia.
Between 1914 – 1923 a further 40 000 returned mainly from Eastern Europe.
Between 1924 – 1929 a further 82 000 Jews returned mainly from Poland and Hungary.
Between 1929 – 1939 a further 250 000 Jews returned mainly from Eastern Europe.
Between 1933 – 1948 a further 110 000 Jews returned illegaly Europe because of the Nazis.
6 000 000 Jews were murdered in Europe during this time
In 1948 Israel was declared a sovereign Nation there were about 650 00 Jews living in the land.
From 1948 – 1951 a further 680 000 Jews returned mainly from Europe
(In 1949  alone 249 954 Jews arrived in the land)
There are currently about 13.8 Million Jews in the world and 8.2 Million live in Israel.
Jews continue to return on a daily basis.



Restoration of the Hebrew language
Zephaniah 3:9
 
Hebrew was the vernacular of the Jews until 586BC when the Babylonians defeated them.
Aramaic became the common vernacular with Hebrew the liturgical lanuage spoken only by 
the rabbis so they could read the old testament scriptures.
Aramaic remained the vernacular until the time of Christ.

Jews were dispersed after 70 AD with the destruction of Jerusalem, slowly spreading all over 
the world and therefor taking on various lanuages.

In 1881 Eliezer Ben-Yehuda campaigned for Hebrew to be the vernacular of the Jewish people.
On the 29th November 1922 Britain declared Hebrew the official lanuage of the Jewish people.
Ben-Yehuda witnessed this 3 weeks befor his death.



Jerusalem to become centre of world attention
Zechariah 12:1-3
 
Today Israel and her capital city Jerusalem are the centre of world attention.
In 2013 at the UN: There were 21 resolutions against Israel, 4 on rest of the world.
Anti Israel sentiment is growing daily.
She will be the focus of the Ezekeil 38-39 war in the near future.
She will be the focus of the battle of Armageddon before Christ returns.



The Desert Blooms  
Isaiah 27:6, 51:3
 
They set about clearing rocky fields, constructing terraces, draining swampland, reforesting,
counteracting soil erosion, washing salty land and developing drip irrigation.
They have planted over 250 Million trees.
Only 20% of land is naturally arable
Israel produces 95% of its own food requirements.

Increase of Knowledge
Daniel 12:4
 
Prior to 2003, mankind had generated a sum total of 5 Exabytes (5 Billion terabytes) of 
content historically.
We now accumulate this amount of data every 2 days - Google’s Eric Schmidt.
The volume of data created by U.S. companies alone each year is enough to fill ten thousand 
Libraries.
Zuckerberg noted that 1 billion pieces of content are shared via Facebook’s Open graph daily.
48 hours of video are uploaded to YouTube every minute, resulting in nearly 8 years of content 
every day.
By 2015, 4.4 million IT jobs globally will be created to support big data.
70% of global data is created by individuals.
By 2020 one third of all data will be stored.
By 2020 we will have stored 35 zetabytes (35 Billion terabytes) worth of data.
Stacking a pile of CD-ROMs on top of one another until you’d reached the current
global storage capacity for digital information would stretch 80,000 km beyond the moon.
