Summary of the OT 
Luke 24:44 Now He said to them, “These are My words which I spoke to you while I was still with 
you, that all things which are written about Me in the Law of Moses and the Prophets and the 
Psalms must be fulfilled.”

1) Moses- “Torah”  these are the first 5 books, otherwise known as the Pentateuch 

2) The Prophets- “Nebhiim”(Nevi'im)- these are divided into two groups 
The former prophets – these are historical Books from Joshua to Kings (except Ruth)
The Later prophets- these are the prophetical books from Isaiah to Malachi (except 
lamentations) 

3) The Psalms – “Kethubhim” (Ketuvim )- these are the sacred writings from Chronicles to the 
song of Solomon plus Ruth, Daniel  and Lamentations
